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Report August 3, 2002 (Pos. 44 11 653; 77 02 534 Deseronto,Ontario)

Just to recap our plans, we are on Leg 1 destination Toronto, Ontario.  Leg 2 will be to New York City via the Oswego canal system, passing first back through Kingston.  

We left Kingston yesterday after lunch.  Boy it sure was time to move on.  This is the long weekend in Ontario, and the motor-cruiser party animals were arriving in droves.  So after we used the "free" internet access at Kingston's public library, ate, went to the neighboring marina to gas up, pump out, and water up, it was near 1 p.m.  

We started out yesterday with the self-tacking working jib, but the winds died down just as we got going, so Ron put up the Genoa #2.  The waves were not big (1 to 2 feet) but they were erratic, coming from different directions with no set rhythm.  So it was not very comfortable.  We were healing 20-25 degrees the whole time.  I managed not to get seasick (barely), but I didn't enjoy the trip at all.  

We entered Amherst Bay at 17:30, and anchored a half hour later.  It was a beautiful spot for a swim.  It has a flat rock bottom, and is so clear, you can see the bottom at 15 feet easy.  I even went for a swim.  We were not completely confident in using the Danforth anchor.  Ron put on his snorkel to check out the situation.  Because it was bed rock, the anchor couldn't be embedded, so he wrapped half the length of chain around a large bolder at 10 feet deep.  That made us sleep easier.

Since today and tomorrow the winds are forecasted as very light, we took a last minute decision to go by the Bay of Quinte route to Cobourg instead of the main lake.  This is supposed to be a nicer trip (certainly more to see while we motor).  It will take us to Belleville and Trenton, then through the Murray Canal to Brighton.

Today we motored all day, except from 15:30 to 16:00 when we put up the Spinnaker (but left the bimini in place).  It went better this time, but next time we'll take down the bimini, since it prevents a proper view of what the Spinnaker is doing.  I still find using the Spinnaker scary.  Ron says it is an undertaking best accomplished with two crew, not counting the helmsman.  (Hope my Dad comes sailing with us soon so we can try this out.)
